	What are we going to be doing and how could you help at home?

	English
	What we are doing
	This term we’ll be focusing on developing sentence structure within our writing. The key objectives we will cover over the following weeks include – 
-Identify and write simple sentences with 2 adjectives to describe the subject. 
-Identify and write compound sentences joined with ‘or’. 
-Identify and write compound sentences joined with ‘so’.
-Identify the -ly suffix to turn adjectives into adverbs.  
-Identify and write expansion after the noun. 

	
	How can you help?
	We will be linking this to topic-based texts including Flotsam and Meerkat Mail.

	Mathematics
	What we are doing
	This term we will be focusing on place value.  The key objectives we will cover over the following weeks include - 
- Estimating on number line.
- Confidently counting in 2s, 3s and 10s.
- Adding and subtracting 1 digit number from a 2 digit number.
- Add 2 digit numbers.
- Comparing numbers and objects using language such as greater than, fewer than, less than and equal too and using the symbols to match. 

	
	How can you help?
	Take the opportunity to count different objects around the home or as your walk to school. Complete addition and subtraction number problems where a 1 digit number is added or subtracted from a 2-digit one. Make your own 100 square and practice counting in 2s, 3s and 10s. 

	Curriculum
	What we are doing
	This term we are studying units on Geography, History, Science and Art. 
In Geography children will be looking at maps to find human and physical features around school and create their own map of their journey to school. They then will conduct a survey of the local area and think about how our school grounds could be improved. Children will then decide how this could be done and present their findings. 
In Science we are learning about living, dead and non-living. Then we will be learning about what a habitat is and name a variety of plants and animals that live in the different habitats. We will be visiting and investigating a local habitat over the term and we will learn how animals obtain their food from plants and animals. The children will learn about simple food chains. 
In History we will be learning about the potteries and how they were important to the local area. We will be going on a walk to look for physical evidence of the past. 
In Art we will be using Surprised! (Tiger in a tropical storm) by Henri Rousseau and creating a painting building up the background, middle ground and foreground.

	
	How can you help?
	Ask family or friends to talk to your child about how the local area was in the past – in particular the potteries that were around the area. 
Go for a walk or into the garden and look for different animals and their habitats. Can they find similarities and differences between the habitats? Can they find the source of water and say where the animals would find shelter? 
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
