	English
	What we are doing
	Our key text is Emmanuel’s Dream, we are learning about the significant individual Emmanuel Ofosu Yeboah. We will be exploring the features of non-chronological reports and writing a fact-file about Emmanuel. Our second text is Paddington at the Palace, which links to our Geography learning of ‘London Over Time’. We will be writing a recount of the story towards the end of term. 

	
	How can you help?
	- Ask your child what they know about Emmanuel and where he lives in Ghana. 
- Ask your child what they know about London, comparing the past to now.

- Ask your child to retell the stories we have read in school.

	Mathematics
	What we are doing
	We are going to be focusing on addition and subtraction to 100 – both within ten and crossing the tens.  We will also be exploring ‘Shape’.  Through recognising and naming 2D and 3D shapes, exploring shape vocabulary including: sides, vertices, edges, faces, use and explore lines of symmetry and sort 2D and 3D shapes based on their properties.

	
	How can you help?
	- Read and write numbers at home regularly. 
- Spot numbers wherever you go and ask your child to read them to you.

- Practise number bonds to 10 and 20 through subtraction and addition sentences.
- Identify 2D and 3D shapes around your home. 

	Curriculum
	What we are doing
	Over the next term, we will complete work in 4 different topics – History, Geography, Science and Design Technology. We will be learning about the Victorians, how London has changed over time, how to keep healthy and how to make a moving vehicle. We will be able to name a monarch from history and share some other facts about life during the reign of Queen Victoria. We will be looking at the geography of London and looking at the change in transport, land and building use. We will be making our own whacky race cars and using science explanations to explain what the body needs to keep healthy. We will think about how the body needs exercise, rest and the right types of food to be healthy and learn that germs can make us ill and require help from a doctor. 

	
	How can you help?
	- Visit the library or use the internet to find additional facts about the Victorians for your child to share in school.
- Look at maps of Woodville (village), Swadlincote (town) Derby and London (cities). 

- Whilst shopping look for and identify healthy options – discuss why they are healthy. 

- Bake or make a healthy meal together. 

- Keep a weekly record of the healthy foods and amount of exercise and sleep they have.
