This spotlight has been written by the teachers. We hope that it gives you a brief insight into some of the work we will be completing over the next few weeks and also give you some advice as to what you could do to help your child at home. 

	
	What are we going to be doing and how could you help at home?

	English
	What we are doing
	[bookmark: _GoBack]This term in English, pupils will be learning how to write a newspaper report based on The Blitz. The focus of this unit is writing to inform. Children will develop their understanding of sentence structure by identifying and using coordination, including semi-colons and linking adverbs. They will also explore how colons can be used to extend or illustrate sentences, as well as practise writing sentences in the subjunctive form.

	
	How can you help?
	·   Read and discuss newspaper articles together.
· Talk about The Blitz to support understanding of the topic.
· Encourage short pieces of news-style writing.
· Look for and practise using semi-colons, colons, and linking adverbs.

	Maths
	What we are doing
	In Mathematics, the children will continue to explore ratio, using the symbol ‘:’ and use this to solve word problems. We will also be introducing algebra before revisiting fractions decimals and percentages. Alongside this, we will continue to practise arithmetic questions and revise for our SATs test by looking at test technique.

	
	How can you help?
	Homework will continue to be focused on arithmetic, if we can support you in any way with this, please see your child’s teacher. Please ensure that your child logs in to TT Rockstars regularly to practise their times tables: this knowledge is vital for success in all areas of maths we are teaching this half term! If you have purchased the CGP revision books, these will also help your child to progress. 

	RE
	What we are doing
	In RE we will be exploring and discussing the topic: ‘Why do Hindus want to be good?’
This will build upon the knowledge children have already developed around the Hindu religion as they apply their understanding to the above question. We will revisit the roles of important Hindu deities and the reasons why they are worshipped. We will also be exploring the concepts of karma (good things happening to good people) and dharma (the duty which Hindus believe they have).

	
	How can you help?
	Discuss the beliefs in your family around what it means to be a good person. Make comparisons between this and the views of people of Hindu faith. BBC Bitesize has some useful information around Hinduism to develop subject knowledge if needed. 

	Theme
	What we are doing
	This half term, we are learning about electricity in science. We will be learning about what a circuit consists of, drawing a circuit and constructing a circuit. We will be also using our knowledge of circuits to create fairground rides in DT. 

	
	How can you help?
	Research about electricity and explore how electrical circuits work. Research and explore the history of fairground rides. Discuss what the children have learned in school.
