Literacy
We will make predictions and use our background knowledge when reading.
We will look at features of non-fiction texts.
We will read and write CVC words.
We will learn to read some tricky words, matched to the phonic phase.
We will read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter-sound correspondences.
We will write labels and captions linked to our work.
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Frozen Planet
How you can help at home: 
Please listen to your child read three times a week. Sign and date the record. 
Talk about any signs of winter you might spot when you are out and about. Discuss cold places around the world and what it is like there. If you celebrate Chinese New Year or Shrove Tuesday get children involved, discussing what you are doing and why. Please share any ‘wow’ moments or things that your child has done at home with us on tapestry, we love to see them! 
Expressive Arts and Design
We will create collaboratively, sharing ideas, resources and skills.
We will construct with a purpose in mind, selecting resources and adapting work where necessary.
We will develop storylines in our pretend play.
We will listen to different types of music and dance expressively. 
We will explore the work of the artist Jackson Pollock.
We will create shadow puppets. 


Mathematics
We will continue to develop our subitising and counting skills and explore the composition of numbers within and beyond 5. 
We will begin to identify when two sets are equal or unequal and connect two equal groups to doubles. 
We will compare mass, capacity, length and height using the vocabulary heavier and lighter, full and empty, nearly full and half full, taller/longer and shorter, 
We will sequence and order events in time.
Personal Social and Emotional Development
We will talk about special people and how we show that we care for them and look after them. 
We will think about how we are unique. 
We will work on showing resilience and perseverance in the face of challenges.
We will think about the perspectives of others; sharing our experiences with problems and emotions and how we dealt with them.
Understanding the World
We will talk about changes of state e.g.- water freezing to ice and ice melting back to water. 
We will learn about the explorer Ernest Shackleton- a famous historical person. 
We will learn about celebrations such as Chinese New Year and Shrove Tuesday.
We will be learning about cold places such as the Arctic and Antarctic and the animals that live there. 



Physical Development
We will develop our overall body strength,           co-ordination, balance and agility, using a range of large and small apparatus.
We will engage with activities to further develop our fine motor skills.
We will combine different movements with ease and fluency.
We will continue to refine our pencil grip and practise correct letter formation, ensuring directionality.
 
Communication and Language
We will be asking questions to find out more, using the question words- who? what? when? where?
We will practise articulating our thoughts and ideas in well-formed sentences.
We will build up our vocabulary to reflect our knowledge e.g-talking about cold places and what we know about them. 
In Early Years Foundation Stage this half term, we are developing our understanding of winter, changes of state and learning about cold places on our planet. 
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
