	We will be using our techniques of persuasion to write our own speech. Through our writing we will identify the causes, impact and possible solutions before our final call for action. We will be focusing on our control of tenses and linking adverbs.

	
	How can you help?
	Ask your child to retell events or instructions using the linking adverbs ‘firstly, next, now, soon, then, finally’. 
Practise changing the tense of sentences. Can they change them to show past, present and future.

	How can you help?
	Weigh ingredients when cooking (we use grams and kilograms) or measure volumes of liquids. Predict the capacity of different containers and test your predictions.
Ask your child how much change they would get from set amounts. Playing shop is a great way to do this and secures number facts.  

	Wider curriculum 
	What we are doing
	In Science, we are going to be focusing on Plants and their life cycle. We will identify the key parts of flowering and non-flowering plants  and learn their function. We will explore the life cycle of flowering plants including pollination and dispersal. Geography is all about mountains. We will learn how mountains are formed and how this links to their location on Earth. We will look at their climate and make links to our previous topic of Weather. 

	
	How can you help?
	Look at different types of plants. 
Ask your child to name the different parts of a plant.

See if your child can tell you the difference between an evergreen tree and a deciduous tree and spot these on your walks. 
Research mountain ranges around the world.

	What we are doing
	Our big question this term is ‘What can Christians learn from the Creation story?’ We will learn the story of creation from the Bible and consider how this influences Christians beliefs on how they show care for the earth. 

	
	How can you help?


	Discuss how you care for the environment and which aspects of the natural world you find beauty in.  Share some of Sir David Attenborough’s documentaries and reflect on the impact and understanding he has achieved through them ahead of his 100th birthday on the 8th of May.
