	What we are doing
	We will be building to writing a recount of our Greek day on 19th June. We will revisit conjunctions to extend our sentences and learn how to use adverbial phrases of where, when and how to add detail. This piece of writing will showcase the development of our writing skills from across the year. 

	
	How can you help?
	Support your child to speak then write a small paragraph of different events. Include where, when and how they felt. Use different sentence openers and a range of conjunctions. See the examples below for ideas. 

	Mathematics
	What we are doing
	We will continue our strong start with time to ensure we can tell analogue time to 5 minute intervals. Then, we will look at properties of 2D & 3D shapes including angles before interpreting bar charts and pictograms. 

	
	How can you help?
	Give lots of opportunities for them to tell analogue time. It’s a tricky concept! 
Look for shapes in the natural environment. 

Access TT Rock stars or Hit the Button.  Little and often is best.

	Wider curriculum 
	What we are doing
	We have 2 Science topics this half term; Light and Rocks. History is Ancient Greece which we hope to bring to life in our theme day. In Art we will look at architecture in particular types of columns like those in Ancient Greece. 

	
	How can you help?
	Share books on any of our topics. Encourage your child to engage with research on their interests and find answers to their questions raised in these topics. See if you can find and classify rocks: sedimentary, igneous or metamorphic depending on their properties.  

	RE
	What we are doing
	In How and why do people try and make the world a better place? children will find out about how Jewish, Christian, Muslim, and non-religious people try to care for the world. They will consider what motivates people from these worldviews to care for the world and also consider why the world is not always good. 

	
	How can you help?


	Discuss the different ways people care for each other and the world regardless of faith and encourage them to reflect on small changes they could make themselves. You could create a family list of how you make a difference.

	Subordinating conjunctions
if, since, as, when, although, while, after, before, until, because
Add extra information to the main sentence. Can be used to start sentence with a comma after the extra detail.  

	Adverbs
happily, eagerly (say how the action is done)

	Speech
Y3-speech marks around the spoken words+ Reporting clause (said Fred).
Even better if punctuation noted inside speech marks and includes different words for said with an adverb: Fred shouted angrily.
