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We will manipulate malleable materials and objects.
We will take part in imaginary and pretend play. 
We will sing familiar songs together.
We will be learning about the primary colours and experimenting with colour mixing, looking closely at the artist Mondrian. 

Physical Development
We will develop our fine motor skills, to be able to use a range of tools competently, safely and confidently.
We will develop our grip when holding a pencil. 
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We will develop confidence in showing a range of physical skills such as skipping, jumping and balancing.

Literacy
We will read fiction and non-fiction books about ourselves and families.We will do lots of learning based on well known tales such as ‘Goldilocks and the Three Bears’, ‘We’re Going On A Bear Hunt’ and ‘The Little Red Hen’.
We will begin to learn new sounds in daily phonic sessions, beginning to read and write simple CVC using them.
[bookmark: _GoBack]We will begin to learn to recognise and write our own names.

Mathematics
We will be focussing on numbers 1, 2 and 3 this half term, spending time finding, composing and representing them in different ways. We will begin to learn about one more or one less. 
We will be matching, sorting and comparing objects.
We will talk about measure and patterns, using language such as bigger, smaller, longer, shorter, heavier and lighter to compare. We will also look at capacity, discussing which containers hold more and less. 

Autumn 1 :

Personal Social and Emotional Development
We will begin to become more independent in following the routines of the classroom and in looking after our belongings.
We will begin to build respectful relationships with our peers and adults in our setting. 
We will express our feelings and begin to consider the feelings of others.

Understanding the World
We will talk how we are special and the things about us that are unique. 
We will be talking about our body and focussing on our five senses and exploring things using them! 
We will be talking a lot about the changes that have happened to us since we were a baby. 


Important Information: 
Reading books will be given out later this half term. We will be holding a parents phonics and reading meeting after school on Thursday 10th Oct to show you how we teach phonics and reading and to find out more about how to support your child with this. 
To help your child with what we are learning at school you could talk to them about how they have changed since they were a baby and about their senses. 
Communication and Language
We will enjoy listening and engaging with stories, songs and rhymes. 
We will join in with repeated refrains in familiar stories. We will begin to orally retell stories using story props. 
We will work on answering ‘why?’ questions.

In Early Years Foundation Stage this half term, our learning will be based all around ourselves. We will be getting to know each other, talking about ourselves and our families, learning all about feelings and also about how we are the same and different. We will be focussing on getting used school routines and settling into life at Three Trees! 
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
